Diagnostic Criteria (Based on DSM-5/ICD-10)

1. Emotional or behavioral symptoms in response to an identifiable stressor(s) occurring within 3 
months of the stressor.

2. Symptoms are clinically significant as evidenced by one or both of the following:

a. Marked distress that is out of proportion to the severity or intensity of the stressor.

b. Significant impairment in social, occupational, or other important areas of functioning.

3. The stress-related disturbance does not meet the criteria for another mental disorder and is 
not merely an exacerbation of a preexisting condition.
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4. Symptoms do not represent normal bereavement.

5. Once the stressor or its consequences have terminated, the symptoms do not persist for more 
than an additional 6 months.
