Clinical history

59-year-old male with chronic cough and right-sided chest pain for 3 weeks. History of smoking
(30 pack-years). No fever or weight loss.

Technique

Chest radiograph, PA and lateral views, obtained according to departmental protocol.

Findings

- Lungs: Clear lung fields bilaterally. No focal consolidation, effusion, or pneumothorax.
- Heart: Normal cardiac silhouette. Cardiothoracic ratio within normal limits.

- Mediastinum: No widening. Normal appearance of great vessels.

- Bones: No acute fractures. Mild degenerative changes in thoracic spine.

- Soft tissues: Normal appearance.

Impressions

1. Normal chest radiograph
2. No acute cardiopulmonary process identified
3. Mild thoracic spondylosis

Recommendations

1. Clinical correlation recommended
2. Follow-up imaging as clinically indicated
3. Consider CT chest if symptoms persist
